UNIFORMS

Nippers are required to wear their designated
colored nipper cap and pink hi-vis singlet during
every sunday session. Club togs are optional on

Nipper Sundays; however, they are compulsory if

nippers wish to compete. The nippers uniform
shop is located in the members forecourt and is

open from 7 am each nippers Sunday. Please
note that loan uniforms are available on sign-in
/sign-out and are washed weekly due to COVID
restrictions.

Nippers is not about teaching children to
swim. We instead focus on survival and rescue
skills that are so valuable to children who live
in close proximity to many beaches and
waterways. Nippers is focused on play,
participation, and fun. It offers an educational
pathway to become a knowledgeable
participant in both lifesaving and sport.
